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Changing line-up of Trustees for the J. W. Gottstein Memorial Trust

The Chairman of the J. W. Gottstein Memorial Trust, Mr Peter Gunnersen, reports that at a recent meeting of the Trust, the Trustees resolved to accept the resignation of three Trustees, Messrs Ian Millard and Dick Trousdale, and Dr Paul Cotterill, and to appoint a new Trustee, Dr Rick Ede.

Ian Millard, Chief Executive of ForestrySA, Mt Gambier, SA, leaves the Trust after four-years due to his impending retirement from ForestrySA, while Dick Trousdale, Managing Director of Primrose Hill Timber Pty Ltd, served for a two-year period and leaves after recently selling his timber interests.  Dr Paul Cotterill, currently the Interim Chief Executive of ensis, the CSIRO-Forest Research joint venture, steps down after three years with the Trust.  Mr Gunnersen paid tribute to the three Trustees, thanking them for their support as representatives of various arms of the Australian forest industries and wishing them well for the future.

Dr Rick Ede is currently the Acting Chief of CSIRO Forestry and Forest Products, and as a Trustee will now be the Trust’s CSIRO representative.  The Trust Deed allows for the appointment of up to eight Trustees, at least one of whom should be a nominee of CSIRO.  The Trust attempts to maintain a mix of Trustees who are able to provide expertise in all sections of the industry, and coming from every State with significant involvement in the industry.  New Trustees from South Australia and New South Wales are expected to be appointed at the next meeting of the Trust in the new year.

The Trust was set up in 1971 to honour the memory of Mr Bill Gottstein, a leading CSIRO researcher who was tragically killed during a field trip in New Guinea, and who was highly regarded by the industry that he served.  Since that time, the Trust has made a significant contribution to education in the forest industries, having supported over 90 Fellows whose reports are now available on the Trust’s web site www.gottsteintrust.org.
