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‘Chemical Handling, Storage and Transfer Systems for Plantation Forestry’ is the title of the latest Gottstein Fellowship Report whose release was announced today by the Chairman of the J.W. Gottstein Memorial Trust, Mr P. R. Gunnersen.

The report is by John Campbell, Eucalypt Maintenance Supervisor, with Australian Paper Plantations Pty Ltd in Gippsland. It describes an investigation which had as its main goal the identification of equipment options and systems such that no operator should have to handle chemical concentrate or manually handle chemical drums or packages without a mechanical aid.

For his study Mr Campbell spent 21 days visiting 24 organisations in New Zealand, Western Australia, Queensland and Victoria. In the report he describes equipment and systems which he identified as best meeting the goals of his study.

This is a highly significant topic for Australian plantation companies and we urge all such organisations to purchase a copy.
