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Two new Gottstein Fellowship Reports released

The Chairman of the J. W. Gottstein Memorial Trust Fund, Mr Peter Gunnersen, recently announced the release of two new Gottstein Trust reports written by Mr Dick Bashford and Mr Eric Siegers.

The report written by Mr Dick Bashford, who is a Senior Silvicultural Technician within the Biology and Conservation Branch of the Division of Forest Research and Development for Forestry Tasmania, is titled “The Use of Static Traps for the Detection and Monitoring of Forest Insects”.  The author visited research organisations in the USA, Canada and the UK with the aim of surveying the methodology and static trapping techniques for the early detection and monitoring of exotic forest insects, methods of their containment and eradication, and community involvement in the programs.  Mr Bashford reports that quarantine biosecurity in Australia is confined to container and cargo inspections within port of entry sites, and he emphasises the need to extend the detection and monitoring of exotic forest insects within a defined radius of entry points by the use of static traps.  He provides examples of the successful implementation of static traps for that purpose in the countries he visited.

The Gottstein report “Marketing Natural Timber in the New Economy” by Mr Eric Siegers, who held until June 2004 the position of Executive Director of the Timber Promotion Council in Victoria, provides a guideline for the natural timber industry to address the needs of the new economy.  Mr Siegers visited the USA and Canada where he evaluated a number of marketing initiatives, and attended meetings of focus groups in Australia.  His report demonstrates how the use of relationship marketing and appropriate methods provides a mechanism for best determining an approach to the marketing of natural timber in the new economy.  He proposes a model that gives a tangible guideline for the industry to address its needs.  In his conclusion, he provides a summary of seven fundamental learning factors that lead to an understanding of the needs of a successful marketing program, and a guideline for providing direction and a basis for constant review.
